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Welcome to our Village Gardens.  Please read the information below to be better informed as to how our gardens work

1)  Each garden plot consists of 2 – 4X4 gardens.  The one with the trellis on it is for your 



     personal use.  The other 4X4 part is to grow vegetables that we give to the Gospel     

     Mission and The Woman’s Shelter.  We grow root crops in these as they require less

     work to maintain.

2)  The cost for a garden plot (which as described above is 2 - 4X4 gardens) is $25.00


      We use this money to pay for the seeds for the gift gardens and also to pay for various

      expenses such as new compost, repair to irrigation lines and help to offset the cost of   

      the water we use. This can be paid in cash or by a cheque made out to First Baptist 

      Church with a note that it is for the Village Gardens.  This should be paid at the 

      Church Office.

3)   Each gardener takes a turn at being in charge of the garden for a week at a time.

      The number of weeks per session depends on how many gardeners have signed up.

      Your responsibilities during that time are to make sure that the gardens are being 

      watered properly.  If you notice any problems please notify the office.

       You will pull any weeds that are growing outside the boxes to keep them from 

       spreading into the gardens and to maintain a neat appearance of the gardens

4)    We use a gardening method called Square Foot Gardening and if you are not 

      familiar with how this works you will need to meet with whoever is the head gardener

5)   We like to do the planting for the “Gift Boxes” as I like to call them as a group so

       that is it more social and we get to know one another better.  As well the harvesting of   

       the boxes are done as a group sometime before Thanksgiving.

6)   You are free to plant whatever vegetables and flowers that you wish other than Mint, 

      Tarragon and Horseradish as they are too invasive and difficult to destroy.
