1) Read 2 Corinthians 5:11-21

2) Who in your sphere of influence appears to have stepped out of the circle? For them what does reconciliation to God mean? What role might you have in their coming back home?

3) Paul says his motivation to persuade others of Christ is our fearful responsibility. How does that sit with you? Do you think we the River embrace this reality well?
4) Christ’s love compels us. If you could rate your love for God right now from 0-10 (0 being cold and 10 being hot), where would you be? Any contributing factors?
5) What does it mean for our lives to reflect God’s Glory? Does this automatically happen regardless of where we’re at with God? Or does it involve anything on our part?
6) Vs. 16 says we have stopped evaluating others from a human point of view. Is there anyone you find easy to evaluate from a human point of view? Maybe even judge? Where are you at with our First Nations brothers and sisters? Any judgments that need to go? Labels that need to be shed?
7) Did you learn anything more about the true nature of how the Church (Anglican, United, Catholic, Presbyterian) and the Government treated the Aboriginal Peoples of Canada? The true nature of Residential Schools? Do you believe it was genocide of sorts? How does that make you feel?

8) Even if we were not directly responsible for what happened to First nations Peoples in Canada, what do you think our responsibility is, especially as it concerns being ambassadors of Jesus / representing Jesus well to our FN brothers and sisters.
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
